Since the lid is made of aluminum, strong heat
can cause deformation or damage. eWhile the handle is designed to stay in place during use, always make sure that it is tight and use with a firm grip. eStacking
other products inside the main unit for carrying may cause the alumite coating to peel off. When doing so, cover the inside with a soft cloth or take other measures
to prevent scratches to the main unit. Do not put anything that is prone to rusting. The rust can transfer to this product and result in discoloration.

eRead the instructions for this product and use a cooking method appropriate for each cooking application.
eThe inside of the pot has scales for cooking rice. Adjust the amount of water according to your preference. (Max. rice-cooking capacity: four cups)

BCooking rice in the pot

/M CAUTION eMake sure that this product is placed evenly on a flat surface. If the pot is tilted, it may not cook the rice properly. l

@Measure the rice according to the amount you want to cook.
OAfter rinsing the rice, drain the water, leaving the rice inside, and pour water up to the scale corresponding to the amount of rice.
©After soaking the rice, put the lid on the pot and heat it over fire to cook the rice.

[When cooking two cups of rice]
The water level should be at the 2-cup scale with both rice and water inside.
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BCooking rice in the inner container
By using the inner container for cooking rice, you can also cook soup in the pot at the same time.
*You can cook up to one cup of rice in the inner container.

Steps @ and @ are the same as when cooking rice in the pot.

@ Transfer the rice and water to the inner container and allow the rice to soak.

O Pour water into the pot and put in some soup ingredients.Then, place the inner container over the pot and cover with lid. Put this product over heat to boil the water
and cook the rice in the inner container.

/N\ CAUTION eMake sure you put enough water inside the pot (do not put too much that it overflows), so that you do not heat it empty.
ePlease note that cooking rice and soup at the same time may cause the smell of soup to transfer to the rice.
